NO. 01   Starch Agar Plates  

1. Using a cork borer make four wells in the agar plates.+ label each appropriately.


2. Cut open 2 or 3 barley seeds and place them in one well with the cut surface in contact with the gel

3. Add a few drops of distilled water to a second well

4. Add a few drops of yeast  suspension  to the third.

5. Dilute some saliva with distilled water + add a few drops to the remaining well.

6. secure the  top on  plate and place it in incubator or in pile for technician to place in incubator.

7. Place any equipment used for collecting saliva in bowl containing disinfectant.

The next day cover the plate with Iodine  solution and exam, record results.

Where the Saliva, yeast, and barley have broken down the starch it should remain yellow.  The  rest of plate turn black as iodine reacts with starch and turns black.
