1] Construct a diagram of a generalised amino acid.

2] Construct a diagram of the amino acid Alanine.

3] Construct a diagram of the amino acid Cysteine.

4] Use your molecules saved from exercises 2 and 3 to construct a diagram of a dipeptide made by joining Alanine and Cysteine together.
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5] Using the          symbol to represent the ‘R’ group in each amino acid, draw a diagram of a tetrapeptide.


6] Construct a diagram of the fatty acid which has the formula CH3(CH2)10COOH.

7] Construct a diagram of Glycerol.
