Proteins

Contain: Carbon, Hydrogen, Oxygen, Nitrogen & sometimes Sulphur and Phosphorus [CHONS(P)]

Biochemical test for proteins = Biuret test

Amino acids are the subunits of proteins, they join to form dipeptides and then polypeptides.  Each amino acid has an amino (NH2) group and a carboxylic acid group (COOH)
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Two amino acid molecules undergo a condensation reaction to form…
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A dipeptide linked by a peptide bond and this reaction releases one molecule of water
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
