The non dividing (interphase nucleus) consists of by dry weight:

approx.
20% DNA

20% RNA

60% Protein

Nuclear Envelope:

Double membrane - each membrane is approx. 10nm thick, the space between is called the perinuclear space, whole width of the nuclear membrane is approx. 50nm. Nuclear envelope is perforated with pores.

Outer membrane is usually encrusted with ribosomes + the nuclear envelope is continuous with the rough endoplasmic reticulum (RER)

Nucleoplasm:

General composition is similar to cytosol except with much higher conc. Of nucleic acids.
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
